BPS Algae-Video Bursaries (£500, up to eight recipients) are available to support the production of short ‘science communication’ videos of 2-5 minutes duration by BPS members, addressing the aim of the BPS ”to advance research and education by the encouragement and pursuit of all aspects of the study of algae”.

Videos may illustrate your interest and/or a current research project. There is no prescribed format; we are looking for creativity and accessibility. Videos may be for a general or specific audience: the idea is to present your research or enthusiasm in a way that anyone with an interest in algae can enjoy. 
[bookmark: _Hlk97039384]If you are interested in science communication in schools, BPS is happy to receive applications addressing topics relevant to GCSE and A level curricula. If relevant to your application, try to show evidence of consultation with education professionals about your project idea.
Successful applicants will be offered training and support from a professional film maker who has previously worked with the Society. Initially bursary holders will meet together for a group webinar (covering the types of movies that could be made, pitfalls and good practice, a sharing exercise or two, some planning tools). Further group work is encouraged, but individual bursary holders may also arrange some one-to-one coaching and feedback .  Based on experience of previous recipients, you should anticipate spending at least 10 working days on the video, leading up to the version presented to BPS.
The tutor is experienced in longer-form narrative documentary and science communication, but less schooled in 21st century social media technology. Applications aiming to communicate via new media channels are encouraged, but please note that IT support is not provided.
The bursary can contribute to costs involved in producing your video (travel, materials, equipment); any remainder becomes a small honorarium for your time.
Awardees of Algae-Video Bursaries will grant the BPS the right to use their video, and to show it at meetings and events as well as on the BPS website and social media accounts. Applicants must ensure that they have created the video themselves and have permission to use any copyrighted material included.

Applicants must have been a member of the British Phycological Society for at least three months at the time of application. 

Application process.
1. Submit your application form to awards@brphycsoc.org by the deadline of 11 pm GMT 01 May 2023.
2. Submissions will be assessed by the Awards and Training committee of the BPS.  The committee will look at the proposed content, intended target audience, and potential for wider interest in determining awards. 
3. Production hardware and software are not part of the award. Applicants of interest may be asked for further details by the video tutor before a final decision is made.
4. Final videos will need to be uploaded in an agreed format and shared by an accessible link (e.g. WeTransfer, OneDrive link) via email to awards@brphycsoc.org within a calendar year. 
5. A payment of £500 will be made to all successful applicants on receipt of their final video, provided that they have also taken part in the training programme.
